professors’ recommendations of good textbooks [(under)graduate] in their discipline

>> Ask students for reviews of course texts at semester’s end [textbook evaluation], 


possibly as feedback not only to CMUMC but also to the math dept. 


>> Ask professors [in mathematics, relevant physics, statistics, economics, and CS] to 


compile a list of good textbooks in their discipline, at both the undergraduate and 

graduate levels [if possible]

>> Explore the possibility of being able to post book specifications and have students 

post evalutations on the website directly or via email to webmaster
